Before Installation

Read this instruction sheet carefully and ensure it is fully understood before
commencing the installation procedure. Seek clarification of anything that is not clear.

Safety

The exchange procedure must only be carried out by a well qualified service

technician who is familiar with the equipment.

Install the Preventive Maintenance Kit Minor and Medium together with this

kit.

Before any work is carried out, ensure that the processor is switched off, and
disconnected from the electricity supply. It is recommended that the mains
supply be locked off using a padlock or similar, and then a check made to
ensure that the processor will not run.
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Procedure

Motors

Drive motor

e Open the top covers, remove the
fenders.

¢ Disconnect the cable from the drive
motor.

¢ Dismount the screws from house
bearing (a).

e Dismount the screws (b) that hold
drive motor bracket to the tank.

* Replace the drive motor (3) after
replacement of drive shaft parts is
completed.

Brush motors

e Disconnect the brush motors cables.

o Take off the circlip (c), gear (d), seal (e) from the the brush bearings inside the tank.
For procedure refer to the Preventive Maintenance Kit Minor instruction.

e Dismount the two screws (f) that hold the brush motor (4).
* Replace the motor (4) after replacement of drive shaft parts is completed.
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Drive shaft

 Cut the cable strip (g).

e Dismount the three screws (h) that hold safety stop bracket.
* Put aside the safety stop bracket.

* Disconnect the drive shaft ground cable.

* Loosen the screws on the couplings (k).

e Dismount the screws (i) and nuts (j) that hold the drive shaft bearings to the tank as
shown and then remove the complete drive shaft.
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¢ Dismount r-clips from the axial bearings (2) and from the worm gears (1).
* Remove the bearings (m) and the worm gears (1).

¢ Dismount r-clip from the gear (n)
and remove it.

* Replace the drive shaft bearing (1).

¢ Remount the worm gears and
bearings.

* Replace the axial bearing (2).

e Remount the complete drive shaft
onto the tank.

¢ Remember to mount the ground
cable.




Preventive Maintenance Kit Major

Preheat

Allow at least 3 hours for the preheat to cool down before carrying out the
following procedure.

e Remove the top cover from the preheat section.

« Lift and take off the preheat lids (p).

¢ Loosen the four screws (r) and lift the preheat section.

¢ Pull out the guides and replace them with the new (4 or 5).

* Remount the preheat section and place back the preheat lid.
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
